Dear congregation, dear community,

A great argument broke out, once, among people who practiced Christianity in Europe.
"Where is the real presence of Christ?" was asked, "And who should have access to that
presence?"” One of the answers was that the presence of Christ was found in the bread and
wine which were used each week in the Mass. Christ and Christ's real presence--and
suffering--was found in the Eucharist, that the simple elements had been radically
transformed into something new--which was something old, which was something timeless.
Christ and Christ's willing execution were present. And some argued: who should have
access to the bread? Who the wine? And arguments ensued . . .

Another answer developed that said that the wine and bread contained something very
powerful. They bore a memory of Jesus, and while the life of Jesus was lived once and for
all, the sacrifice of Christ was only recalled in that memorial meal. Still, the real presence of
Christ was discovered in the people assembled. It was the congregation coming together with
intention that revealed the meaning of the Jesus story for us, and the continuing presence of
Jesus in the world was in the people. And, of course, get a group of people together, and
arguments ensue . . .

A later answer found less a need for Jesus in the real divine presence. Some saw the divine
present in the mystery around us, in the created universe and its grandeur, in all the life-
affirming processes of earth, in the cycles of dying and living that seem unstoppable, and
even eternal. "The Christ" became less identified with the person Jesus and more with the
potential that is in all of us. "The Christ" was less a person to be followed and more a way of
being in the world that allows us to see the divine in all around us. (Even arguing people!)

Each year, I love this time when | write my newsletter column while awaiting a plane to
General Assembly. The annual gathering of representatives of our congregations is, in one
sense, the time when the "real presence™ of UUism is found: we gather, we worship, we
consider the world as it is, and imagine together a world that can, with our help, become.
Sometimes we argue. But in it all, | hope we keep our "eyes on the prize," even as we know
that we can only take one step at a time in this journey of faith together.

The last time we met in Salt Lake City, | found Utah a place where my aspirations were
mirrored in the snow-capped mountains around the city. Ever-present through mist and
cloud, their peaks sing out from on high. It is rather breathtaking, when walking from my
usual cheap- as-you-can-get motel over to the Salt Palace Convention Center, to just look up
and see those hills. The Psalmist asks, "Whence cometh my help?" The divine presence
seems to be all around.

By the time you've read this, the most pointed "argument™ our Association will be making
will have concluded: we will have chosen a new President of our Unitarian Universalist
Association. We will have spent about a week together, concluding two years (?!) of



campaigning, and we will have considered, with one another, how we can be the real presence of the
Spirit, eternal and divine, among our people.

I hope this symbol of our faith-filled work as an association, can also inspire, for us, a faith-filled
walk in Flint. You're entering a process of discerning a new direction for our church in our
community, and in a year or so, you will be stepping forward in a new way on the path. A next step,
yet still a step of faith, of accountability, of manifesting God to a world that cries out for a universal
and all-conquering love that will bring all souls into harmony.

Ooops! there's the plane. Gotta run. See you back home, real soon.
