Dear congregation, dear community,

I’m in my hotel room after a day watching the rain. How clear the air seems after the last
downpour, how clean the cool feels. I know that back home in Flint my flowerbeds—just recently cleared
of last year’s leaves—must be thankful. I look forward to seeing what has happened while I’'m away these
few days.

“For singing is a way of weeping in the soul,/Like the rain . . .” Carolyn McDade puts me back in
touch with myself, and I sing one of my favorite of her songs. I’'m thinking about the time of year that we
mark, the time when new things that have been percolating emerge, flourish, and flower. In our church,
we’ve had a year of changes, and the new leadership that emerged last spring and summer has been
percolating a vision for the church that holds great promise. Long-time leaders have been thinking with
the newer leaders, and found people willing to “take up the song” of our congregation and the change it
hopes to make in the world. I’'m so proud of the people who will be nominated to new positions on our
Board and Endowment and Nominating Committees. I’m so proud of our current leadership and the
cooperative visioning work that they have engaged.

“Like the rain, it waters ever root of hope I’ve ever known/ So I can touch this world with love,
once again.” This renewal time involves renewing our vision, renewing our financial commitments,
renewing our trust in those who have agreed to lead in the implementation of our vision. In all the
promise making of this moment—pledging to support our church, agreeing to participate on elected
bodies, volunteering to implement the church’s vision—I hope that we exercise one of the things that
makes us like the divine: our freedom.

Neo-orthodox Christian theologian Karl Barth, in examining ideas of his that seemed to be
inconsistent with the world as it actually is lived, wrote a short book called “The Humanity of God.” I'm
touched by his willingness to confront the idolatry of a notion of God as eternal and transcendent as if
God does not walk with the inhabitants of this earth. He needed to see how human God is, how
sympathetic God must be to the real lives we live, how close to us and the earth that God must be if God
is to have any relevance in this world. What God wants is something humans want—to be free. And our
church, if it is indeed a gathering which expresses in its own terms a divine will, a sacred intention, must
be a place where freedom is expressed.

I hope that those who come to leadership in this church feel that they are acting freely in fulfillment
of their self-actualization. I hope that those who make financial promises know that they do so freely,
expressing the joy of their abundance and the hope in their intentions. I hope that all who volunteer their
time in the pursuit of our programmatic goals do so with a sense that such a commitment is a freeing
commitment.

It is raining again, softly against the windows of my hotel room. I’ll be up early tomorrow and back
at the task of moving on. I’ll be thankful, I hope, for a good night’s sleep, for the cleansing of these spring

rains, for the promise inherent in the earth I touch and in the congregation that so touches me.
